Stress-free Campus Life

It was the first
time to Counselling Unit in organising a freshmen
seminar through online platform due to the effect of
COVID-19 pandemic. The speaker of this webinar
was Ms. Lee May Fen, a registered and licensed
student counsellor of Southern University College.
There were more than 200 participants attended the
freshmen webinar.
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Prevalence of Stress among College Students

Nowadays, stress has become a common issue among college students. This
is supported by recent research from UPM (2018) which marked the prevalence
rate of perceived stress among undergraduate students at 37.7%. The high
prevalence rate of perceived stress indicated that the stress level of college
students is alarming and needed to be concerned by every one of us.

Raising Stress Awareness of Students

Stress is the psychological, physiological and behavioural response by an
individual when he perceives a lack of equilibrium between the demands and his
ability to meet those demands (Palmer, 1989). Stress comes naturally to ensure
the survival of humanity, but when someone experiences too much stress, he
would burn out. Stress could be triggered from external stressors like work,
relationship and finance; internal stressors like negative self-talk, expectations
and perfectionism would contribute to stress level as well.

To maintain a healthy level of stress, participants learnt to identify the signs and
symptoms of stress, such as difficulty to focus, changes in sleep and appetite,
prolonged fatigue, body aches and moodiness. Atthe same time, college students
need to lead a healthy lifestyle, practising relaxation technique, positive self-talk
and always do planning for their academic assignments to avoid unnecessary
time pressure.

Create Stress-free Campus Life

Stress is an unavoidable reality of life. However, students could learn the correct
way to cope with stress and they are encouraged to look for counselling service
on campus before they feel overwhelmed and burn out due to stress. The

Life is like a roller coaster, we go up and
down. With each great moment of our lives,
there is a subsequent moment when it ends.
Along the process, some of us might get
stuck in the middle, and some others might
not be able to bounce back from the fall.
The moment we think that it is the end, the
ending will become the only choice.

Thoughts or planning on ending one’s life
is called suicide ideation or suicide thought.
It is no longer surprising to see the rate of
suicide ideation increased from 7.9% in 2012
to 10% in 2017 (NHMS, 2017) because suicidal
ideation has become very common in life.
Most people have thought about suicide at
one pointin life, especially during a hopeless
situation. Suicide ideation can be active or
passive. Active suicidal ideation involves
an existing wish to die accompanied with
planning while people with passive suicidal
ideation have the desire to end life without a
specific plan.

Warning Sign of People with Suicide Ideation

Having suicidal ideation can be overwhelming
and terrifying as they do not know what to do,
who to tell and how to get over the thoughts.
Some of them will try to let someone know, but
they often will not say it directly. We need to
learn the warning signs. People with suicide
ideation will usually experience unusual and
sudden changes, such as personality, sleep
routines, eating patterns and emotions. In
terms of behaviour, they will exhibit dangerous
behaviour such as reckless driving or (heavy)
alcohol consumption. Also, they would make
early preparation such as making a will or
giving away their possessions. In terms of
behaviour, people with suicidal thoughts will
preoccupy themselves with issues related to
violence, death or expressing their regret about
being alive. They often feel guilty, worthless,
and hopeless for the future and they start to
isolate themselves from family and friends.
Some of them may talk openly on their wish
to die while some of them may express their
desire through reading, writing or even posting
on social media. If someone shows one

or more of these symptoms, it

does not necessarily mean they

are suicidal, but obviously, they

need support from every one

of us.



Learning to Ride the Twists and Turns

Life has never been easy. When coming to a
breaking point, people with suicide ideation
will tend to look for ending as the only solution.
There are some ways to cope with suicide
ideation. Firstly, recognise your thoughts.
Whatever thoughts about harming yourself are
just thoughts and you do not have to act on
them. Keep a list of distractions, for example,
watching a movie, exercising, listening to music
and so on. Whenever you find it hard to stop
the ideation, choose an activity from the list to
distract yourself. Besides, look after yourself.
Taking care of your physical health (sleep, take
enough rest, eat and exercise regularly) and
mental health (keep a healing diary, express
your emotion through dancing, drawing,
taking photos and writing letters). In addition,
connect with others. Talking to someone
that you believe is healing for your mind and
spirit. There might be people who could not
understand you, but there will
be someone who is willing to
listen to you. At the same time,
connecting with areas of life
that provide you with a sense
of meaning like spirituality,
culture or anything you are

passionate about.
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Supporting Our Loved Ones —You can make
a Difference

A person who is suicidal might not ask for
help directly, but this does not mean that
help is unwanted. The first step to help is by
asking in a supportive way. This will not put
their thoughts into action. If someone is telling
you about his suicidal thoughts, recognise his
pain and invite him to talk more. Moreover,
supporting a person with suicidal ideation by
listening. Listening is the most powerful tool
in you. Listen without judgment, and do not
offer advice and solution straight away after
listening. In addition, providing your loved one
with information. Providing him with the contact
of the professionals. If he does not want to
get help, ask him if he wants you to help in
explaining what he needs from a professional.
Last but not least, develop a safety plan
together, like what he could do if he is feeling
suicidal again and identify the third person to
help if you are not there.

End the Pain, not Life

Ending of pain does not necessarily come in
the way of ending life. In this life roller coaster,
the lows amplify the highs and the confusing
turns are somehow exciting. As long as we are
alive, we have the chance to enjoy the ride. If
